The Implications of the Electrolux Decision

The High Court decision in Electrolux Home Products Pty Limited v The Australian Workers' Union & Ors
[2004] HCA 40 was handed down on 2 September 2004.  In a majority decision, the High Court

overturned the decision of the Full Court of the Federal Court, ruling that protected industrial action can
only be taken in pursuit of claims about matters pertaining to the employment relationship.  

It cannot, therefore be taken in pursuit of claims about matters such as bargaining agents' fees, 
which the High Court confirmed do not pertain to the employment relationship.

The panel of speakers – Frank Parry S.C. and Anne Gooley – have an intimate knowledge of the
Electrolux Decision; Frank Parry S.C appeared as Senior Counsel on behalf of the Appellant.
